Temporary Insignia

Any insignia authorized by the local council for gparticular
purpose, such as Cub-o-ree, Cub Scout day camp, nodup
programs, etc. worn by Cub Scouts and Webelos Scaut
centered on the right pocket of the uniform shi®nly one temporary
Patch in addition to the immediate recognition or ompass point emblem
may be worn at a time. Additional temporary patchesnay be placed on
a red vest that may be worn except during inspectics.
